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The British Lung Foundation is a registered charity (no. 326730), founded in 1984 to relieve suffering from all diseases of the chest and lungs.  Its charitable objectives are to provide information to the public on lung conditions and all aspects of lung health, to provide support to those living with a lung condition and to promote and fund medical research in the United Kingdom into the prevention, treatment, alleviation and cure of chest and lung disease.  To date it has funded over 290 research grants totalling £19 million.

1). This JUNE HANCOCK MESOTHELIOMA RESEARCH FUND and British Lung Foundation grant is available to applicants who are either scientists with a PhD or to medically qualified applicants. Total support requested should not exceed £120,000.

2). Should an applicant wish to make an application for part-time funding e.g. in the case of ongoing clinical training, it will be the applicant's responsibility to provide a business case and confirmation of any additional source of funding. The BLF will not fund clinical sessions.
3). The JUNE HANCOCK MESOTHELIOMA RESEARCH FUND and British Lung Foundation grant is available to fund mesothelioma research in a UK research institution.

4).The first stage is the completion of the application form. All applications received are evaluated by the JUNE HANCOCK MESOTHELIOMA RESEARCH FUND and the British Lung Foundation’s Scientific Committee. 
5). The submission deadline for prospective applications is Friday 25 July 2008.

6). Full applications will be peer reviewed by at least three independent referees, in accordance with AMRC guidelines, before being assessed by the JUNE HANCOCK MESOTHELIOMA RESEARCH FUND and the British Lung Foundation’s Scientific Committee. 

7).
