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Completing a detailed application form
i.
Applicants should read these guidelines before preparing a detailed application which should be made on the correct British Lung Foundation form.

ii.
Applications must include an adequate hypothesis, experimental detail and power calculations. They should not include irrelevant information or unrealistic costs which will be exposed during the peer review process. If unsure about any of these aspects, applicants are advised to seek advice from a senior member of their department who is experienced in the preparation of grant applications.
iii.
Applications may include costs of personnel (including PhD students), equipment and consumables where appropriate. Grants are for a specified period of up to three years, to a maximum of £150,000. Grants in excess of this sum will not be considered. Grants for start-up funding for smaller sums will also be considered, particularly from new investigators. Applicants in a tenured position cannot include provision to top-up their own salary.
iv.
All necessary signatures should be obtained well ahead of the closing date and included in the application form otherwise it will be considered incomplete.

v.
Applications should use a typescript size of no less than 10 points and should be detailed but concise and kept to a minimum. All applications should be securely fixed in the top left-hand corner with a staple or treasury tag and must not be enclosed in bulky folders or covers.

vi.
Applicants must ensure that each application and copy includes:

(a)
Appropriate letters of permission or collaboration (see section 11 of the application form).

(b)
Relevant Ethical Committee approval if the research involves patients (see section 14).

(c)
Relevant Ethical and Animal Care and Use approval if the research involves the use of animals (see section 15).

(d)
Curricula Vitae of applicant(s) and personnel to be employed (see section 18).

(e)
Publications: If these are submitted applicants should attach not more than two recent and relevant publications (see section 17f).

vii.
A signed original plus fifteen (15) hard copies of the application form should be sent to the Research Manager, British Lung Foundation, 73-75 Goswell Road, London EC1V 7ER ensuring adequate postage costs are covered. Please also e-mail an electronic copy to Ian.Jarrold@blf-uk.org. The detailed application form and all additional papers (details of the proposed research project, CVs of the applicants and any publications) should be included in a SINGLE Microsoft Word/Adobe Acrobat .pdf file as and no additional attachments should be sent. The e-mail version will be sent to external evaluators.
viii.
Forms must be received by 5pm on 13 March 2009. Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted.  
ix.
Every application will be acknowledged. Unless further information is required by the Foundation, no further correspondence will be entered into until the result of the application is advised.
x.
The British Lung Foundation works within the framework of the “Priorities for Respiratory Research in the UK” document produced by the UK Respiratory Research Strategy Committee. The BLF has adopted this document as a prioritisation tool for research funding. Please see below for a copy of this document.

xi.
A Principal Investigator (PI) may hold only ONE grant from the BLF at any time. Applications from a PI who already holds a BLF grant will not be considered.
