The awards of £750 each are designed to enable 10 young researchers working in the respiratory field in the UK to attend the European Respiratory Society congress in Vienna, 12-16 September 2009. 2 awards are also available for members of the British Paediatric Respiratory Society (BPRS).  They are to contribute towards the costs of registration, accommodation and travel to enable young researchers in the respiratory field to attend this important meeting. Candidates must be actively involved in research and be the presenting author of an abstract submitted to the European Respiratory Society for the meeting.

The deadline for application is 5pm, 11 July 2009. Successful applicants will be expected to collect their award at a reception held by Allen & Hanburys during the congress in Vienna. Funds will not be available beforehand.

Each copy of the application should be stapled together at the top left hand corner and include a copy of the abstract(s) to be presented at the ERS.  
5)

Successful candidates will be asked to write a short summary of their experiences in Vienna after the congress.  This will be used to inform our supporters about our research activities.
6)

An application will only be valid if both the signed hard copy AND the electronic version (incl. abstracts) have been received by the Research Manager before 5pm on the day of the deadline.
7)

An award cannot be made to the same applicant in two consecutive years.

8)

If an applicant receives funding for their transport/accommodation costs elsewhere, they must inform the British Lung Foundation and withdraw their application.
